RULES AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR APPLICATION

PLEASE READ CAREFULLY BEFORE COMPLETING THE APPLICATION

GENERAL DESCRIPTION
1. DIVISIONS & AGE REQUIREMENTS.  Applicants will compete in one of three divisions: Junior (grades 7-9), Senior (grades 10-12), and Young Artist (high school graduate up to age 24 on February 29, 2008).  
2. SELECTION & PRIZES.  Six applicants in each division will be selected to perform at the competition finals.  The winner and runner-up in each division will be invited to perform in the Tacoma Philharmonic Discovery Series Recital, and will receive the following prizes: Junior Division - $300 for first place, $150 for second place; Senior Division - $400 for first place, $200 for second place; Young Artist Division - $500 for first place, $250 for second place.  All finalists will receive a pair of tickets to the 2008-2009 Discovery Series.  

3. SCHEDULE OF FINALS & RECITAL.  Finals competition will be held on Sunday, April 6 at Schneebeck Hall, University of Puget Sound.  Winners showcase recital will be held on Sunday, May 18 at Lagerquist Hall, Pacific Lutheran University.

4. ELIGIBLE INSTRUMENTS.  The recital competition is open to all standard orchestral instruments and piano.

APPLICATION PROCESS

5. APPLICATION DEADLINE.  Mail your application to Tacoma Philharmonic, 901 Broadway 4th Floor, Tacoma, WA  98402 postmarked by February 29, 2008.  No exceptions will be made.  Your application will not be accepted unless all required information and fees have been included.  Please call (253) 272-7525 with any questions.
6. ENTRY FEE.  A non-refundable fee of $25.00 is due at the time of application (payable to Tacoma Philharmonic).
7. REPERTOIRE REQUIREMENTS.  Repertoire is limited to classical solo recital repertoire. Concerto movements, arrangements, and chamber music are not eligible repertoire selections.  Repertoire performed on the recorded submission may be repeated in the final competition, but this is not required.
8. CERTIFICATION.  An application will not be considered complete unless it is signed by both the applicant and the applicant’s current teacher.
9. RECORDING SUBMISSION REQUIREMENT.  All applicants must submit recordings for preliminary judging.  Time limits for recordings are ten minutes for Junior and Senior divisions, fifteen minutes for Young Artist division.  Contestants may perform more than one piece of music within the time limit.  Recordings may be submitted on CD or tape; audio files (MP3 or WAV only) may be emailed by the application deadline to info@tacomaphilharmonic.org.
10. MEMORIZATION.  Memorization is not required for the competition.

OTHER REGULATIONS

11.  ACCOMPANIST REQUIREMENTS.  Contestants are required to provide their own accompanists.
12.  AVAILABILITY FOR FINALS & RECITAL.  All applicants must be available, if selected, to perform at the final competition to be held on April 6, 2008 and the recital concert on May 18, 2008.
13. ELIGIBILITY.  Individuals who are currently students or relatives of Philharmonic Board members are not eligible to compete.  
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
